THE GOODRICH FAMILY

s Ensign William Goodrich, born in Bury St. Edmunds, West Suffolk,
England; emigrated to Wethersfield, Connecticut, circa 1635; and
resided there until his death at age 56, circa, October, 1676.
Most Goodrichs in America can trace their ancestory directly to
William Goodrich.

The Goodrich family is well represented in Early American History.
There are militia officers,state senators and representatives,

colonial and state governors, continential army, U.S. senators,

U.S. representatives, foreign envoys, authors, playwrights, educators,
ministers, inventors and businessmen of some note. They have been
well represented in every major military action including: The Pequot
War, King Phillip's War, French and Indian War, Revolutionary War, War
of 1812, Spanish-American War, World War I and II. There are graduates
of both military academies and every major eastern university.

The early decendents of William Goodrich married into many of the most
prominent colonial families and any Goodrich tracing his ancestory
today will be pleasantly surprised to find such families as William
Bradford of the Mayflower, and later, Governor of Plymouth Colony;
Ethan and Ira Allen of the Green Mountain Boys, Noah Webster, Foote,
Deming, Olcott, Hollister, Welles, and many many others. These
marriages greatly expanded the family's participation in Colonial and
U.S. History, including members of the Continental Congress, signers
of the Declaration of Independance, and the Constitution; they also
introduced mariners and ship's captains into the family. Anyone having
direct lineal decent in the Goodrich family will most certainly find
themselves eligible for one or more of the following organizations:

Sons/Daughters of the American Revolution
The Huguenot Society
Colonial Dames of America
Sons of the Colonial Wars
Society of Cincinnati
(and many other similar patriotic SOCLetles)

The Goodrichs were an adventurous family, and rapidly spread into
every corner of the colonies and then the nation. Movement into every
New England Colony took place quite early, and the family spread down
the Eastern seaboard over the mountains and into Georgia, Alabama,
Tennessee and Kentucky. Other branches spread across New York,
Pennsylvania, Ohio into Illinois and Iowa. Goodrichs were early
pioneers to Oregon, Washington and California.

THE GOODRICH FAMILY ASSOCIATION
In 1978, we formed the Goodrich Family Association for the purposes of:

1. Furthering our research into Goodrich and associated family
geneologies and history.

2. To act as a clearing house for those seeking information
about their ties in this family.

5. Such other activities as may from time to time seem
appropriate to further the above general goals.

6. To accept as Associate Members those individuals
interested in the Goodrich Family or interested in
furthering the above goals.

We have been actively working on the Goodrich family history and
geneology for some 10 years. Some branches have been traced back
solidly with acceptable proof for more than 20 generations. Others

hold promise of extension to the Original Doomsday Book (circa 1066),
and earlier. We have, however, been far more interested in the

family's actual participation in history rather than a simple collection
of names. In this, we have been fortunate, we have much information

on hand, and there is much more to find. It is our goal to make history
come alive for our grandchildren and their decendants. Our forebears
actively contributed much that helped form this nation, and much that
has made it great. We want to preserve that history.

It is our initial plan to issue all material in loose leaf form,

printed inexpensively, and when there are sufficient members, to make
available attractive printed binders for all material. This will permit
us to issue the material in small packages as it is completed, and to
revise and update it as more information becomes available and to hold
down the cost. Eventually, bound copies may be desirable.

As you are aware, genological research is time consuming and expensive.
By banding together and sharing the research and cost, we have much to
gain. For example, it is our intention to maintain memberships in
many historical societies, to glean the relevent information and
disseminate it to the Association.

We travel to a different part of the East about every other year, and
spend at least 2 weeks doing research. In 1980, we will be at
Wethersfield, Conn., again, where we will obtain further data. At
other times, we search local genealogical libraries, correspond with
many researchers, tracing associated lines, and spend many hours
indexing each family member..

We hope you will join us in our work. The annual dues for Associate
Members is $10.00. We will start a newsletter in 1980 which will
review our activities and activities of the members, list names

being searched and put members in touch with each other and feature
biographies of family members. We hope to have the early history
ready in 1981, more about this later. In the meantime, send us

any information you may have and we will place it in our central

file where it will be available to all members.- If you are searching
a particular name, let us know, we'll see what we have.

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WHAENCE CAME WILLIAM GOODRICE oF WATERTOWIT?
A Report on Recent Discoveries

By Merton Taylor Goodrich, Genealogist

It has been said so often of William Goodrich, or
Goodridge, the colonial pioneer of Watertown, Massachusetts,
that he came from Bury St. Edmunds, Suffolk County, England,
that the statement has become firmly rooted in the field of
genealogy. Recently, however, researches were made by Winifred
Lovering Holman on the ancestry of the John and William Goodrich
who settled in Wethersfield, Connecticut, and this inquiry in-
cluded a study of the possible relationship betweén Wiliiam of
Wethersfield and William of Watertown. The discovery was made
that there is no record in Bury St. Edmunds of a william Good-
rich who can be identified with the William who settled in
Watertown, and it was also discovered that all the contemporary
William Goodriches in Bury St. Edmunds, or in adjoining towns,
can be identified otherwise than as the William of Watertown.
Such startling discoveries called for the immediate study of
the whole question of whence he came. The liberal contributions
of several of his descendants made further research possible.
This report includes the results of that research.

This report does not include any data on the ancestry
of William Goodrich of Wethersfield, and refers to him only to
make clearer the story of William Goodrich of Watertown. As is
well known, records prove that the two Williams were distinct,
that John and William of Wethersfield were brothers and their
parentege has been proved by wills, and that John of Wethers-
field went there from Watertown. There is evidence in the
colonial records of a close relationship between these three
pioneers, but the nature of that relationship has not yet been
fully established. In the early days of genealogical research,
many conjectures were made in regard to it. One of the first
of these was made by Bond, in his great work on the Watertown
Genealogies. Stating frenkly that his supposition should be
verified or corrected by future research, he stated that these
Goodriches came from Bury St. Edmunds, but the only part of
his supposition that has been verified is that the John and
Williem of Wethersfield came from Bury St. Edmunds. The assump-
tion that William of Watertown also ceme from that place 1s not
based upon any record but upon his supposition. It can not be
verified.

It has long been known that William of Watertown had
a wife Margaret, and that their daughter Mary was born in
England, and that they had three sons born in Watertown. Dut
the date and place of birth of Mary, as published in the CGood-
ridge Genecalogy, by Doctor Edwin A. Goodridge, on pages 74 and
77, has no more meaning than the dates of birth and death of
her father, as published in that book on pages 71 and 72. The
record of the document by which the widow Mergaret bound out

her son Joseph as an apprentice, in Middlesex County Deeds,
original volume 1, page 172, proves that she was a widow two
years before the date of death referred to. There is no record:
of the death of William in Watertown, and there is no record of
the birth of his daughter Mary in Bury St. Edmunds. And yet
both of those dates are printed with the month and the day as
well as the year as if they were taken from some official source.
After a most exhaustive search in the records, it is necessary
to state that all those dates are merely guesses. The records
known previous to this recent research prove that William died
in the spring of 1645 and that his daughter Mary was born in
England before 1636,

The most important records discovered in England are
the following:

William Goodrich & Margaret Butterfield, both single mar.
ye 19th of August 1631. (Parish Register, Woolverstone, or
Wolverstone, Suffolk County, England.)

Baptised William sonne of William Goodrich ye 4 of October
1632. William ye sonne of Willm. Gudrich bur. ye 30 of Aprill
1633. (ibid.)

Marie ye daughter of Will. Goodrich bap. ye 21 of
Auvgust 1634. (ibid.)

The parish registers of Woolverstone begin in 1539.
The baptisms have been examined in the original records from
the first up to 1680, the burials up to 1699. The marriages up
to 1650 have been examined by means of Boyd's Index. In making
this search, all possible variations of the name have been in-
cludeds, It 1s remarkable that in all this period of time there
is no other parish record that clearly refers to a Goodrich ex-
cept those just quoted. This indicates that William Goodrich
came to Woolverstone from some other parish before his marriage,
and that the family left Woolverstone shortly after 21 August 1634.

Here is a family in Suffolk County, England, consisting
only of William and Margaret Goodrich and their infant daughter
Mary, which left Woolverstone probably in 1634, 1635, or 1636.
The earliest existing record of William in Watertown is his being
alotted three acres there in the second division of land, 28
February 1637. (Watertown Records, prepered for publication by
the Historical Society of Watertown, 1894, page 8, of the land
grant section.) This division was made on the basis on one acre
for each head in the family, including cattle. At that time,
this family consisted of William Goodrich, his wife Margaret,
and their infant daughter Mary. The conclusion is justifiable
that these famllies are identical.

Incidentally, it is interesting to note from the par-
ish records, that Jonathan Skynner, the Rector, who baptized
Mary Goodrich, ecntered a number of protests in his records
against parishioners, who refused to let him take the child in
his arms and sign it with the sign of the cross, and as he insist-
ed upon this form of baptism, they took their children to be bap-
tized at St. Stephen's church in Ipswich. Evidently Mary was
baptized in the form preferred by the rector.

A note was also made of the marriage of Phillipe Gray
& Joane Goodrid, 2 Auguste 1574. Several entries were found in
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Whence Came William Goodrich of Watertown? Se

regard to persons by the name of Gray, but no clues in regard to

a connection with the Goodrich family. It is very probable that

the name "Goodrid" is a variant or misreading of some name entirely
distinct from "Goodrich." The will of Phillip Gray, of Kyrketon
alias Shotley, was found, in the records of the Archdeaconry Court
of Suffolk County, book 30, folio 178, dated 11 August, 26 Elizabeth,
and proved 3 Feb. 1584-5. It mentions the widow Johane, son George,
daughter Marie, daughter Agnes, and son John, all under 21.

The records of the Archdeaconry Court from 1602 to 1660
were thoroly exemined for clues from the parish of Woolverstonse,
and the adjoining parishes of Erwarton, Shotly, Holbrooke, Freston,
Chelmondeston, and Harkstead. Such a search almost always yields
some definite information in regard to the ownership of land, but
nothing was found in regard to William of Woolverstone. He may
not have been a land owner.

The Wolverstone Records deposited at the Ipswich Public
Library by the British Records Assoclation, Records Preservation
Section, under their number B. R. A. 215, consist of three large
boxes, not yet cataloged. These were examined, and the only ref-
erence to a Goodrich between 1600 and 1700 was dated 31 Dec. 1632.
This was an indenture between John Cooke of Shotley, husbandman,
and Humphrey Wythe of Wolverstone, mariner, whereby Cooke sold to
Wythe "all thet messuage or tenement wherein Thomas Oxborough did
lately inhabite or dwell, & wherein Augustyn Woon and Thomas
Gutteridge doe now dwell with the barne & stable thereunto belong-
ing in Wolverston and three pightles of land & pasture conteyaninge
in all by estimacion five acres uppon one of which pightells the
said messuage is scituate: the one lies between lands of Wolver-
ston Rectory & lands of now or late John Peirson (bounded) West
& South by the way from Wolverston Church to Ipswich; the 2nd
between Wolverston churchyard & a spurr or patkway, West & North
by said highway; the 3rd between the highway & lands called Lopham,
North & West by said packway; all lately bou%ht by Cooke from Ric.
Mann of Clopton, yeoman, 29 Jan., 4 Chas. I.

Subsequent deeds relating to these premises do not name
the tenants until the seventh deed, dated 20 Jan. 1678-9, when
Benjamin Morse of Ipswich, mariner, and wife Abigail, sold the
property to Robert Caston of Ipswich, mariner, and wife Mary,
stating that the land -- the messuage and three pightles -- was
then or late in the occupation of Mary Newton and that it came
to Benjamin Morse as eldest son and heir of Benjamin Morse his
father, who purchased them of Jenipher Plover of Ipswich, mariner.

Search was made in the Wolverstone parish registers for
the persons named in the deed of 31 Dec. 1632.
Augustine Wood, husbandman, was buried 26 March 1637,
A child of Thomas Oxbo was buried 18 Jan. 1615-6.
John Oxborrow, a child, was buried 21 Dec. 1617.
Sara Oxborrow was buried 20 June 1626.
There is no reference to a Thomas Goodrich in these registers.

In the registers of Erwarton, a parish adjoining Wolver-
stone, there is a record of "Thomas Gooderidge ye sonne of lim.
Gooderige baptized there ye xxij of November 1573," and several
entries referring to George Goodrich who had children baptized
there between 1611 and 1627. These registers were examined for
the period 1558 to 1631, but they do not contain the baptism of
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William. It is not impossible that William was the son of the
Thomas mentioned in the deed of 1632, and that this Thomas was the
one baptized in 1573, but this is merely a conjecture, and against
it is the fact that the first name Thomas does not appear among the
early descendants of William in America. These registers also show
that "the wife of George Goodric” was buried 23 Jany, June, or July
1629, the name of the month being difficult to determine.

The registers of the parish of Holbrook also adjacent to
Wolverstone, show that on. 10 September 1635, "George Gooderidge
widower & Jane Perryman widow were marryed." The only Perryman
who had a wife Jane in this period war Robert Periman who married
Jane Rawlins at Freston in 1623. This Robert Perriman was buryed
at Holbrook, 14 March 1630-1.

The copy of the Holbrook parish registers in the Ipswich
public library was examined for the period 1559 to 1636. "William
Goodricke widower and Joane Wilbye woddowe were maried the seaventh
daye of June 1576." These two marriages are the only Goodrich mar-
riage records in the parish. The only other Wilbye marriage is
that of "Roberte Wilbye and Joane bundish maried the fyve and twen-
tith deye ¢F November 1565." "Robert Wilbye thelder was buried the
seconde daye of februarye 1575-6." The baptisms of several children
of Robert and Joane Wilbye are on record. The only Goodrich burial
is, "Willum Goodrich was buried the xviijth daye of Aprill 1578."

It is not impossible that this is the William who was the father of
Thomas. There were no Goodrich baptisms in Holbrook.

All this indicates that while there were Goodriches living
in Wolverstone or Woolverstone and vicinity, this family was not one
of the long established families of that section, there being only
two men by that name in Wolverstone, two in Erwarton, and two in
Holbrook, and evidently only four of these were different individuals

Wolverstone is a parish some distance east of Bury St.
Edmunds, located on the river Orwell. There is no evidence that
William was born there. It appears clear, however, that he came
there, was married there, had two children born there, one of whom
died, and that he and his wife and infant daughter left there at the
time of the migration to America. It séems probable that he came to
Wolverstone to visit the Thomes mentioned in the deed of 1632, and
that this Thomas was a relative rather than his father.

The compiler is convinced that William of Watertown is
identical with William of Wolverstone, but whence he came is still
a mystery. And it appears certain that this mystery can be solved
if enough perish, land, and probate records can be examined.

Victor Burton Goodrich, Jr. was born 23 November 1928 and died 30 December 1995,
the son of Victor B and Edythe Durfree Goodrich. He married Joan Schilling in 1951 in
Kent, OH. After receiving his Masters degree from Kent State in 1952, “Burt” as he was
called to differentiate him from his father, became a career Air Force Officer.

I inquired how Burt got started in genealogy.

“I think I'm responsible!” Mrs. V. B. Goodrich said. “In the 1970’s I suggested we
should get some information from his parents ‘just in case our children are ever
interested’. Little did I know what I was starting.”

After retiring from the Air Force, Burt was still doing family research. Then the director
of the Madison County, N. Y. Historical Society asked him to deal with an inquiry they
had received, and that was the beginning of his part-time professional research business
and also lead to eventual positions teaching beginning genealogy classes. Among his
many genealogical confributions, he was the first editor of the Madison County Heritage.
He contributed material to Tree Talk, the quarterly published by Central New York
Genealogical Society. He prepared five volumes of extracts from early Walton
newspapers for the Walton Library.

Dr. Joyce Goodrich passed away on January 2, 2009 in New York after suffering a stroke. She had
been undergoing treatment for cancer for the past few months. Born in Chicago, IL on February
21, 1929, she was the eldest child of Grant and Alice Gammeter Goodrich. She graduated from the
Milwaukee Downer Seminary High School in 1947, received her undergraduate degree from
Sarah Lawrence College in 1952 and later a doctorate in Parapsychology from Union Graduate
School, Yellow Springs, OH in 1974. She lived in New York for 40 years.

For three decades, Joyce was Director of the Consciousness Research and Training Project
teaching the process, use and practice of the LeShan approach to psychic healing. Paranormal
healing and eclectic meditation courses were offered by CRTP as introductory and advanced
levels across the country.
